Junior Category (Ages 5-16 years old) Story Writing Submission

Open Category (Ages 17 and over) Story Writing Submission

Paragraphs and correct punctuation use is strongly encouraged.

Include a word count at the end of your work.

Junior Category (Ages 5-16 years old) Poetry Submission

Write a poem of 10-30 lines, inspired by the theme, “life on the farm.”
Devices such as rhyme, similes, metaphors, onomatopoeia etc. may be used.

Open Category (Ages 17 and over) Poetry Submission

Write a poem of 15-50 lines, inspired by the theme, “life on the farm.”
Devices such as rhyme, similes, metaphors, onomatopoeia etc. may be used.
